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STEPS INVOLVED TO
BE PART OF FYOD:

¢ Residents callin to the Crawford County
ADRC requesting a trip.

e The FYOD Coordinator determines if the
Passenger is a candidate. If so, an
application is completed and the
Passenger is required to sign an
agreement.

e If approved the FYOD Coordinator
informs the Passenger in writing.

¢ No Cost is Incurred by the Passenger

¢ The Passenger submits mileage
information to the FYOD Coordinator via
mail once a month before the 8th of the
following_month of ridership.

e The FYOD Coordinator reviews the
request and once approved forwards the
reimbursement checks via mail to the
Passenger by the 30th of each month.
